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ABSTRACT

These instructions provide editorial guidelines for the preparation of papers to be included in the IF CRASC ’25 proceedings.

Please use this document as a template, deleting the words in light blue, underlined and right-justified.

To apply the IF CRASC ’25 proceedings editing, use the Editing Toolbar on top of your MS Word window: all the styles you will need to edit your document are available in the menu (Text, Heading, Heading 1, etc.). For example, the style used in this part of the document is “Text”.
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1. GENERAL GUIDELINES

1 blank line 10 pt
The paper must be 6 to 8 pages long according to 17×24 cm2 size, including tables, figures and references. 

Page margins are set as follows: left and right 2.0 cm; top and bottom 2.8 cm. The default font is Times New Roman, 10 pt; all lines should be single-spaced. Two blank lines are expected between sections, as indicated in light blue, underlined and right-justified.

Pages should not be numbered.
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2. Procedure for Paper Submission

The full paper should be saved as both .doc and .pdf files, naming the file as follows: Rossi_A_1.doc ; Rossi_A_1.pdf [last name of the first author_initial of his first name_order number (only if more papers are submitted by the same author).file extension].

Both .doc and .pdf files of the full paper (possibly along with the original figure files) should be emailed to ifcrasc25@gmail.com, whereas – at the same time – a copy of wire bank transfer fore registration should be emailed to ifcrasc25.secretariat@gmail.com.
Full paper submission deadline is March 15th, 2025. Delayed submissions will not be 
included in the Congress proceedings.
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3. FIRST PAGE

1 blank line 10 pt
The heading of the first page should not be modified because it contains name and logo of the Congress.

The title of full paper should be in Times New Roman, bold, 12 pt, capital and left-justified (or likewise “Heading” in the template style list should be used).

The following information should appear below the title:

1. first name initial and last name (with just the initial in capital) of the first author and other authors with the same affiliation (Times New Roman, 9 pt, left-justified);
2. affiliation, city and country of authors (Times New Roman, 8 pt, italics, left-justified).

Such editorial guide applies to each author with different affiliation.

The first page should include an abstract with maximum length of 200 words, presenting the objectives, methods and results of the study. The title “Abstract” should be set in Times New Roman, bold, 10 pt, capital and left-justified (or likewise “Heading 1” in the template style list should be used).
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4. NEXT PAGES

1 blank line 10 pt
Headings of the next pages should be modified as follows:
1. In the heading of the second page, please put first name initial and last name (with just the initial in capital) of the authors as shown in the present template (Arial, 8 pt, left-justified). The names of the authors should be written on a single line. Otherwise, please put the only name of the first author, followed by "et al.".
2. In the heading of the third page, please put the paper title (with just the initial in capital letters) as shown in the present template (Arial, 8 pt, right-justified). The paper title should be written on a single line. Otherwise, please shorten the text or divide it, putting three dots after the last word of the first line. 
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5. SECTIONS AND SUBSECTIONS

1 blank line 10 pt
5.1. Sections

Major headings (“Heading 2” in the template style list) must be numbered and edited in Times New Roman, capital letters, bold, 10 pt, left-justified.

All paragraphs should not be indented.
1 blank line 10 pt
5.2. Subsections

Subheadings (“Heading 3” in the template style list) must be numbered and edited in Times New Roman, bold, 10 pt, with just the initial in capital letters.
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6. EQUATIONS

1 blank line 10 pt
Any equation should be centred with respect to the page margins and should be progressively numbered in the text, with equation numbers in right-justified round parentheses.

Equations should be set in Times New Roman, 10 pt.
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7. figureS AND TABLES

1 blank line 10 pt
All figures and tables should be included in the 6–8 pages of the manuscript.  

Each group of figures and tables should be progressively numbered. 

Captions should be centred on the page and placed below all illustrations in Times New Roman, 9 pt. 

The text in tables should be set in Times New Roman, 9 pt. 

In both previous cases “Captions and Tables” in the template style list should be used.

Please, see Table 1 and Figure 1 below as an example.

A blank line should be placed above and below any figure or table.
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REFERENCES

1 blank line 10 pt
References should be alphabetically ordered by providing the following information:

· last name and first name initial of each author separated by a comma and followed by the year of publication (in round parentheses);

· title (in italics only in case of book);

· journal or proceedings name (in italics);

· in case of book or conference paper: publisher, city, country and edition number (in case of multiple editions); 

· in case of journal paper: volume number, issue number (in round parentheses) and page numbers;

· in case of book chapter: editors, book title (in italics), publisher, country and ISBN.

Journal papers in press can be used as references by specifying their DOI (Digital Object Identifier) and the journal name as in the second-last example.

References are in Times New Roman, 9 pt (or likewise “References” in the template style list should be used).
